parents helped to significantly
improve sporting and drama
facilities at LGGS.

Our main project for 2009-2010
was to improve the school’s
sporting facilities, as we were in
the unenviable position of
being one of the few schools in
the country to not possess a
Sports Hall. Our new dance
studio and fitness suite opened
in October 2010 has been a
great success. Equipping the
fitness centre and studio would
not have been possible without
the generous support of our
parents.



During 2010-11 parents have donated a further £12, 575 towards
the Fund and we are very grateful for their support

Our priorities for 2010-11 were
to continue to improve our
sporting facilities. We
resurfaced our Astro turf pitch,
which cost £17,500, partly
funded from parental donations.
The Annual Fund was also
used to subsidise Science
Week. All LGGS students
benefited from an outstanding
programme of visiting speakers
and workshops.

We have been extremely fortunate in securing £1.2 m illion from
the Academies Capital programme.  This money will be used to
refurbish all our ICT rooms, modernise the library and in our most
ambitious programme, we have submitted plans for a fantastic new
Sixth Form Centre. With these exciting developments we want to
ensure the equipment we place in our refurbished teaching rooms
and the Sixth Form Centre is first class. Our aim for the 2011-12
annual fund is to raise enough money to provide equipment for at
least one of the ICT rooms, ensuring that all students have access to
modern, state of the art ICT facilities.
