Art must develop a culture whereby students can

feel confident to discuss and analyse andto
thoroughly engage in their work and to take ownership
over every aspect of it.

' Art should wherever possible be a chance to work
. from direct experience and observation.

. Art should come from the development of concepts that

~ are sustained and sequential and should be part of the

pupil s personal expression.

Art should encourage students to have a strong
awareness of contemporary practice.

Art should foster a sense of curiosity and open-
mindedness and enable pupils to encounter
Images that are challenging rather than to seek
well-trodden paths.

Art should as far as possible develop the control
of techniques, materials and processes and
allow one to explore the boundaries between
disciplines enabling the students to be more
creative and flexible.






The importance of process , of looking

and playing in the art room should be
encouraged from the outset.

This process should reflect a growing
understanding from simple to more
complex concepts.

The development process should enable
students to understand why a piece of
work succeeds and how it can be

Improved, whilst striving towards
excellence.

An important function inherent in this
process should be that it allows students
to gradually refine and focus on different
problems in their work by taking risks,
building on successive stages of
evaluation, so that in the final piece of

work they can feel more confident of
success.
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
